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Download Rfu software from “Downloads”, www.AlbionDevices.com.

USB driver installation:

1. Turn on computer and attach a USB cable to the BenchMark.
2. The computer will detect that new hardware was found and ask for a “driver file”.
3. Browse to the location where you stored the downloaded files and find the folder:

“FTDT USB Driver Disk”.

4. Click on OK. Wait, and the computer will find the driver and install it.

Software Uploader Installation:

1. Copy the folder named “RFU Software Loader” ( shown above ) to a folder you
      create and name.
2. Create a “shortcut” if you wish for the file found in this folder named “RFU” or
      “RFU.exe” . It is a 668 kB application file, near the bottom of the list.
3.   You can now start the application while in this folder by double-clicking on the RFU
       application file.

4. When the program window opens, choose “Setup”, then “Communications”.



5. The baud rate should be 115200, click on the choice of “ Use Serial
Communications”, the “COM PORT” choice may read COM3, or another number.
You must verify that this is the COM port assigned  to the BenchMark!
You do this as follows:

In Windows, go to “Start”, “Settings”, “Control Panel”. Choose “System”, then
“Hardware”, then “Device Manager”.



As you can see, on this computer , if you click on “Ports”,  a USB serial port is assigned
to the BenchMark as COM7; yours may be different.  Remember the COM port number
and go back to the RFU communications screen as shown in #4 above.  Click the arrow
on the right-hand side and choose the proper COM port from the list.

Next, go to the BenchMark and set it up as follows:

1. Move jumper on BenchMark processor board to cover both pins (i.e. connect both
pins):

2. Make sure that BenchMark is connected, using USB cable.
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All the hardware should now be set up. Next, you load the two files required by the
BenchMark: the “defaults file” first, then the “program”. These are listed back on page
one at the top of the page: “USB driver installation:”.

Click on “File”, then “Load Flash Image”. You then browse to the location of these files.
(Use button on right labeled “…”)

Choose “Program Defaults_xxxxx” first and click “Open”.



·  Click  “OK” to load the file. You should see a progress screen as it loads.
·  Next, power off the BenchMark and remove the jumper placed on the header with

two pins.
·  Power BenchMark on and wait for a list of files to appear on the BenchMark screen.
·  Power off and put the jumper back on.
·  Power on and select the “BenchMark_xxxxx.bin to load.
·  Once it loads you should be finished. Power off. Remove the jumper and power
      back on. You should see the normal run screen.
